The apartment buildings offered through the MRP are independently 
owned, and KCDC provides only rental assistance for the occupants of these units. 
 
KCDC takes applications first-come, first-served in the Section 8 department in the Family 
Investment Center at 400 Harriet Tubman Street.  Applications for the Volunteer Ministries 
are taken at KCDC after you have an approval letter in hand from Volunteer Ministries.  Once 
you have an acceptance letter from Volunteer Ministries, come to KCDC for screening.  Bring 
your acceptance letter with you when you come for the screening.
